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PRACTICES &
SKILL DEVELOPMENT

In addition to 2 games per week, there is also one practice a week. Practice days, times and
locations, will rotate weekly to keep it fair for all teams. Practices are designed to work on
skill development for all team players.

Major/Minor divisions build on the skills of the players, and there are even more playing rules
to learn. Depending on their skill level, players will play both infield/outfield positions with
more emphasis on a particular position. There is a pitcher rotation giving every player a
chance to pitch, however, towards the end of the year pitching may become more
specialized.

Depending on the number of teams and diamonds available, each team may occasionally not

play twice a week, but still will play 20 games per season or more.
Rainouts may be re-scheduled on Fridays or Sundays. More info TBA.
